Two adult chaperones are also needed to attend the Girl Scout Leadership Institute with the girls. What is included in the Girl Scout Leadership Institute package is All the Girl Scout Leadership Institute sessions, a full-time passport access to the other convention activities and the 100th anniversary girl celebrations for $150 (girls 13-18). For chaperones, this package is $245. Transportation and lodging fees are not included in this package.
